Let's take a look at the dialogue.

Hpw: Mewa oov, pe Aéve Hpw.
Mapla: M'ewa oov Hpw pe Aéve Mapia.
Hpw: Xdpnka moAD.

Mapia: Kat eyw.

lewa oov means, literally, "Your health," but translates as "Hello." To make the
greeting more friendly and informal, you can just say lNsia!

Me means "I" or "l am" in Greek.
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For Example:

1. Mg Aéve---.
Me léne ---.
“I'm called---."

2. E{pot Apepikdvoc.
Eimai Amerikanos.
“I'm American."

3. Mg BydAave pwtoypagia.
Me vgalane fotografia.
“They took my picture."

We can translate kL epéva as "Me too," where Epéva is just a modification of the
pronoun Mg, meaning "I." We won't go into the grammar at this point, so just
remember that this is a response to "Nice to meet you."

For Example

1. E{pat kovpagouévn.

"I'm tired."
2. Kt eyw.
Ki egé.
"Me too." or "l am too."
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
